The sculpture will be located on the west side of Belcrest Road, located prominently across
from the Gateway West community signage, in clear view of transiting vehicular traffic and for the enjoyment of
pedestrians.

Coming soon to Hyattsville is the Gateway-West community, it will welcome a new neighborhood. The
developer, Stanley Martin Homes, is building 331 urban-style garage townhomes in the Prince George’s County
community of Hyattsville at Gateway West. From 2020 to 2022, Stanley Martin Homes built three- and four-level
townhomes in nearby Riverfront at West Hyattsville, just steps from the West Hyattsville Metro station.
